    The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Sleepy Eye was held in the Council Chambers, 200 Main Street East, Sleepy Eye, MN at 6:20 pm on Friday the 8th day of April, 2016 per due all and notice.  Mayor Broich and Councilors Stevermer, Schmidt and Hirschboeck were present.  Absent was Councilor Schieffert and Zinniel.  Also present were City Manager Kober, City Attorney Fischer, City Engineer Palm, Public Works Director Elston and City Clerk Tiedeken.
     Councilor Stevermer move to approve the minutes of the March 8 regular meeting and March 31 special meeting.  Councilor Schmidt seconded the motion and the motion carried.
     City Manager Kober updated the council that the purchase agreements for the trade of the 22 tillable acres of the Snow farm for 15 tillable acres from James and Marcia Marti have been signed and a purchase agreement with Jason Schroepfer for the 15 acres is being prepared. City Attorney Fischer reviewed the process to annex the land by ordinance while the city is the owner of the property.
     City Manager Kober recommended the purchase of the Sportsman Park’s shower building from Huffcutt Concrete, Inc, Chippewa Falls, WI for $169,375.00.  There is a savings of about $36,000.00 mostly due to the cost in freight and delivery charges and the building will have a 20 year warranty.  Councilor Schmidt moved to approve the purchase of the building from Huffcutt Concrete Inc.  Councilor Hirchboeck seconded the motion and the motion carried. 
  Kris Heinrichs was present to request a solution for the 100 foot plus frost boil in the alley between 2nd and 3rd Avenue NE.  Heinrichs suggested adding an intake near his garage because this area is lower than the alley.  After further discussion City Manager, Bob Elston and City Engineer Plan agree that more information is needed before making a decision on how to resolve this issue.
     City Manager Kober presented the carryovers and answered questions. Carryovers allow the city to carryover money to be used for capital improvements to the next year.  Steven Lingen presented a proposal to overlay the east tennis court at Eagles Park.  The ISD #84 would share half of the cost.   The parks department has a big expense this year for the campground showers. Funds had been saved for 6 years for this project.  Discussion followed on waiting a year to repair the tennis courts. Kober stated the purchased of the Fire Department Aerial truck was a big expenditure, the street department will need some adjustment and downtown rehab should remain the same.  Kober will have more on the carryovers at the May council meeting for approval.
     Mayor Broich proclaimed May 5th, 2016, as Arbor Day in the City of Sleepy Eye, Minnesota.
 The tree planting will be at Eagle’s Park at 1:30 p.m.  The City has been a Tree City for the past 34 consecutive years.
Engineer Palm reported on the following items: 
1. 2016 Street and Utility Project:  Bids were opened on April 7, 2016. 
M.R. Paving and Excavating, Inc.    $729,133.15                                                               GM Contracting, Inc,                        $935,531.77
The low bid was from M.R Paving and Excavating, Inc. for $729,133.15.The engineers estimate amount was $1,008,458.50. Bids came in about 28% lower than the engineer estimate amount because of the difference in the cost of the grinder station and trenchless water lines. Councilor Schmidt moved to accept the low bid from M.R. Paving and Excavating, Inc.for the full project pending the approval of the property owners’ petitions within two weeks and set a preliminary hearing which may or may not be required in the regular May meeting, depending on same petitions; if the petitions are not approve then change order one would be cancelled or a hearing required in May. Stevemer seconded the motion and the motion carried.
Councilor Zinniel arrived at 6:30 p.m.

2.  Airport Building Project:  Contractor is expecting to start at the end of April.
3. Lake Trail Project:  Contractor is expecting to start mid May.
4. Sleepy Hollow 5th Addition Plat:  Call for the 2nd reading.  Motion by Councilor Stevemer to call for the 2nd reading of Ordinance 127, Second Series.  
Councilor Hirschboeck second the motion and the motion carried. 
5. Hwy 14 Improvements: Working on utility repairs, design and traffic control with MN DOT.  Will be ready to present at next month council meeting for approval and advertizing for bids.
City Manager Report:
A. Bob Elston reported on a 2001 Sterling dump truck previously owned by The City of Eden Prairie with 64,000 miles. Regular maintenance records have been reviewed.  The online auction is on April 9, Elston is requesting approval to bid up to $35,000.  Motion by Zinniel to allow Bob Elston to bid up to $35,000.00 for the truck.  Councilor Stevemer second the motion and the motion carried.
B. The land transfer between the City and James Marti along with the purchase agreement with Jason Schroepfer was covered earlier in the meeting.
C. Councilor Schmidt moved to approve a permit to sell fireworks to the Dairy Queen at 617 Main Street West. Councilor Hirschboeck seconded the motion and the motion carried.
     Police Chief Andres presented a Resolution for Joint Powers Agreement between the State of Minnesota and The City of Sleepy Eye.  This agreement is renewed every five years and allows the police department and the City Attorney to use the State’s criminal justice data communications network.  Councilor Stevermer made the motion introducing the resolution for the Joint Powers Agreement and moved its adoption

     Police Chief Andres presented quotes for new tasers. Current tasers are 10 years old and are not recycling properly.  There are substantial savings if the tasers are ordered in June.  After further discussion this item was tabled until the May council meeting. 
     Councilor Schmidt moved to approve the Cash Fund Balance and the Police Report. Councilor Stevermer seconded the motion and the motion carried
     Councilor Schmidt moved to approve and allow the payment of the monthly bills in the amount of $103,115.48 as presented. Councilor Hirschboeck seconded the motion and the motion carried.
     There was no other business.
     The meeting was properly adjourned at 7:05 p.m.
