The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Sleepy Eye was duly held in the Council
Chambers, 200 Main Street East, Sleepy Eye, MN on the 12th day of March 2024 at 7:00 pm, per
due call and notice.

Mayor Wayne Pelzel and Councilors Gary Windschitl, Nathan Stevermer, Douglas Pelzel and

Christina Andres were present. Scott Krzmarzick was absent.

City Manager Bob Elston, City Clerk Michelle Strate, Public Works Director Mike Hardin,
Investigator Shawn Bohnen, Officer Amber Meyer, and City Attorney Alissa Fischer Groen were

also present.

M/Pelzel, S/Stevermer, to accept the Minutes of February 14, 2024, Regular IVIeeting. Motion
carried 4-0.

M/Andres, S/Stevermer to contribute one-halfofthe cost of the survey. Superintendent John
Cselovszki spoke regarding a possible joint venture with the city on the construction ofaRec

Center. Cselovszki presented his proposal of a Rec Center to include an auditorium, locker

rooms, weight room, childcare and classrooms to be constmcted on the Public-School grounds.
Sleepy Eye Public School would ask that the city manage and maintain the Rec Center once it is

built. A rough estimate of the cost is $30 million. Next step is putting together a survey for the

community and would like the city to commit one-halfofthe cost, up to $5,000. Motion carried
4-0.

M/Windschitl, S/Stevermer to approve Resolution 9-2024, A Resolution Accepting Donations to

the City of Sleepy Eye. Motion carried 4-0.

M/Windschitl, S/Andres to approve the purchase of a new zero turn lawnmower from Kibble

Equipment in the amount of $16,892.64. Motion carried 4-0.

M/Stevermer, S/Windschitl called for Second Reading of Ordinance #223, An Ordinance for

Selling Real Estate to Jeffrey and Delrose Koewler. The purchase price of the property will be

$53,000.00. Motion carried 4-0.

M/Andres, S/Stevermer called for Second Reading of Ordinance #224, An Ordinance for Selling

Real Estate to Carter Fromm. The purchase price of the property will be $53,000.00. Motion
carried 4-0.
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M/Pelzel, S/Stevermer called for Second Reading of Ordinance #225, An Ordinance Amending

City Code Section 3-3B-2; 3-3B-5; and 3-3B-7, Regarding Sunday Alcohol Sales. On sale
alcohol sales will be allowed on Sundays at 9:00. Off sale alcohol sales will remain the same as

EQUIPMENT GRANT AGREEMENT

This agreement is between the State of Minnesota, acting through its Commissioner of Transportation ("State"), and City

of Sleepy Eye acting through its City Council, 200 Main Street East, Sleepy Eye, MN 56085 ("Grantee").

RECITALS
1. Minnesota Statutes Chapter 360 authorizes State to provide financial assistance to eligible airport sponsors for the

acquisition, construction, improvement, marketing, maintenance, or operation of airports and other air navigation
facilities.

2. Grantee owns, operates, controls, or desires to own an airport ("Airport") in the state system, and Grantee desires

financial assistance from the State for an airport equipment project ("Project").
3. Grantee represents that it is duly qualified and agrees to perform all services described in this agreement to the

satisfaction of the State.

AGREEMENT TERMS
1 Term of Agreement, Survival of Terms, and Incorporation of Exhibits

1.1 Effective Date. This agreement will be effective on the date the State obtains all required signatures under Minn.

Stat.S16B.98, Subd. 5. As required by Minn.Stat.S16B.98 Subd. 7, no payments will be made to Grantee until this

agreement is fully executed. Grantee must not begin work under this agreement until this agreement is fully
executed and Grantee has been notified by the State's Authorized Representative to order the equipment

1.2 Expiration Date. This agreement will expire on June 30, 2028, or when all obligations have been satisfactorily
fulfilled, whichever occurs first.

1.3 Survival of Terms. All clauses which impose obligations continuing in their nature and which must survive in
order to give effect to their meaning will survive the expiration or termination of this agreement, including,
without limitation, the following clauses: 8. Liability; 9. State Audits; 10. Government Data Practices and

Intellectual Property; 11. Workers Compensation; 12. Publicity and Endorsement; 13. Governing Law,

Jurisdiction, and Venue; and 15. Data Disclosure.

1.4 Plans, Specifications, Descriptions. Grantee has provided the State with the plans, specifications, and a detailed
description of the Project A0802-22, which are on file with the State's Office of Aeronautics and are incoqiorated

into this Agreement by reference.

2 Grantee's Duties

2,1 Grantee will complete the Project in accordance with the plans, specifications, and detailed description of the
Project, which are on file with the State's Office of Aeronautics. Any changes to the plans or specifications of the

Project after the date of this Agreement will be valid only if made by written change order signed by the Grantee

and the State. Subject to the availability of funds, the State may prepare an amendment to this Agreement to

reimburse the Grantee for the allowable costs ofqualiiying change orders.
2.2 Grantee will comply with all required grants management policies and procedures set forth through

Minn.Stat.516B.97, Subd. 4 (a) (1).
2.3 Asset Monitoring. If Grantee uses funds obtained by this agreement to acquire a capital asset, the Grantee is

required to use that asset for a public aeronautical purpose for the normal useful life of the asset. Grantee may not
sell or change the purpose of use for the capital asset(s) obtained with grant funds under this agreement without

the prior written consent of the State and an agreement executed and approved by the same parties who executed

and approved this agreement, or their successors in office.
2.4 Airport Operations, Maintenance, and Conveyance. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 360.305,

subdivision 4 (d) (1), the Grantee will operate the Airport as a licensed, municipally-owned public airport at all
times of the year for a period of 20 years from the date the Grantee receives final reimbursement under this

Agreement. The Airport must be maintained in a safe, serviceable manner for public aeronautical purposes only.

Without prior written approval from the State, Grantee will not transfer, convey, encumber, assign, or abandon its
interest in the airport or in any real or personal property that is purchased or improved with State funds. If the
State approves such a transfer or change in use, the Grantee must comply with such conditions and restrictions as
the State may place on such approval. The obligations imposed by this clause survive the expiration or

termination of this Agreement.

3 Time
3.1 Grantee must comply with all the time requirements described in this agreement. In the performance of this grant

agreement, time is of the essence.

4 Cost and Payment
4.1 Cost Participation. Costs for the Project will be proportionate and allocated as follows:

4.2 Sufficiency of Funds. Pursuant to Minnesota Rules 8800.2500, the Grantee certifies that (1) it presently has

available sufficient unencumbered funds to pay its share of the Project; (2) the Project will be completed without
undue delay; and (3) the Grantee has the legal authority to engage in the Project as proposed.

4.3 Total Obligation. The total obligation of the State for all compensation and reimbursements to Grantee under

this agreement will not exceed $40,924.79.

4.4 Payment
4.4.1 Invoices. Grantee will submit invoices for payment by electronic e-mail. Exhibit A, which is attached and

incorporated into this agreement, is the form Grantee will use to submit invoices. The State's Authorized

Representative, as named in this agreement, will review each invoice against the approved grant budget and
grant expenditures to-date before approving payment. The State will promptly pay Grantee after Grantee
presents an itemized invoice for the services actually performed and the State's Authorized Representative
accepts the invoiced services. Invoices will be submitted timely and upon completion of the services.

4.4.2 All Invoices Subject to Audit. All invoices are subject to audit, at State's discretion.

4.4.3 State's Payment Requirements. State will promptly pay all valid obligations under this agreement as
required by Minnesota Statutes §16A.124. State will make undisputed payments no later than 30 days after

receiving Grantee's invoices for services performed. If an invoice is incorrect, defective or otherwise
improper, State will notify Grantee within ten days of discovering the error. After State receives the

corrected invoice, State will pay Grantee within 30 days of receipt of such invoice.

4.4.4 Grantee Payment Requirements. Grantee must pay all contractors under this agreement promptly.
Grantee will make undisputed payments no later than 30 days after receiving an invoice. If an invoice is
incorrect, defective, or otherwise improper, Grantee will notify the contractor within ten days of discovering

the error. After Grantee receives the corrected invoice, Grantee will pay the contractor within 30 days of

receipt of such invoice.
4.4.5 Grant Monitoring Visit and Financial Reconciliation. During the period of performance, the State may

make at least annual monitoring visits and conduct annual financial reconciliations of Grantee's

expenditures.

4.4.5.1 The State's Authorized Representative will notify Grantee's Authorized Representative where and
when any monitoring visit and financial reconciliation will take place, which State employees

and/or contractors will participate, and which Grantee staff members should be present. Grantee
will be provided notice prior to any monitoring visit or financial reconciliation.

4.4.5.2 Following a monitoring visit or financial reconciliation, Grantee will take timely and appropriate
action on all deficiencies identified by State.

4.4.5.3 At least one monitoring visit and one financial reconciliation must be completed prior to final

payment being made to Grantee.
4.4.6 Closeout. The State will determine, at its sole discretion, whether a closeout audit is required prior to final

payment approval. If a closeout audit is required, final payment will be held until the audit has been

completed. Monitoring of any capital assets acquired with grant funds will continue following grant
